Computer Study Room

· Definition:  A room that is used for individual student computer applications.
· Description:  The key concepts here are students and individual.  Areas within this category are not related to a particular field of study and are not large enough for two or more. Computer Study Room contains a computer and may include additional multimedia equipment for use by an individual student.
· Limitations: Study rooms that house more then two individuals or rooms that do not contain a computer should be coded Study Room (410) or SUS Computer Study Room Service (415).  Individual rooms that primarily serve as office space should be coded Office Space (310).

Computer Study Room Service

· Definition:  A room that directly serves SUS Computer Study Room (412).
· Description:  Includes debugging areas, control areas, storage rooms, or waiting areas for SUS Computer Study Room (412).  Waiting areas may contain work tables for group study and/or individual carrels for study while waiting for individual study room.
· Limitations:  Does not include rooms that serve other areas within the 400 Study Facilities category other then SUS Computer Study Room (412).  Rooms that serve other areas would be coded Study Service (455). Does not include areas that do not serve as a waiting area for SUS Computer Study Room (412).  These areas should be coded Study Space (410) or Open-Stack Study Room (430).

The above definition would necessitate a revision to Study Space (410) as follows:

410
Study Room 
· Definition: A room or area used by individuals to study at their convenience, which is not restricted to a particular subject or discipline by contained equipment.
· Description:  Includes study or reading rooms located in libraries, residential facilities, academic or student service facilities, study carrel and booth areas, and similar rooms which are intended for general study purposes.  Study stations may be grouped, as in a library reading room, or individualized, as in a carrel.  Study stations may include computers, typewriters, microform readers, CD and DVD, or other multimedia equipment.  The category Study Room includes rooms commonly termed “learning labs” or “computer labs” if they are not restricted to specific disciplines by contained equipment or software.  Study rooms are primarily used by students or staff for learning at their convenience, although access may be restricted by a controlling unit (e.g., departmental study room). 

· Limitations:  Does not include Open Laboratories (220) that are restricted to a particular discipline or discipline group.  This category also does not include Lounges (650) that are intended for relaxation and casual interaction. Does not include computer rooms that are for individual study which should be coded SUS Computer Study Room (412).
