Student Academic Meeting Room

· Definition:  A room that is used by students for informal gatherings.

· Description:  The key concepts here are students and informal.  Areas within this category are not available to the public, staff, or faculty for use and are never scheduled or reserved.  Areas within this category do not have public computers available but may contain outlets for power and hardwire connection for personal laptop use.
· Limitations: Rooms that contain vending machines or are open to the public, staff, or faculty for relaxation or casual interaction, should be coded as Lounge (650). Rooms that can be scheduled or reserved should be coded as Meeting Room (680).  Rooms that contain computers for student use should be coded Study Room (410) or SUS Code Computer Study Room (412).

Student Academic Meeting Room Service

· Definition:  A room that directly serves a Student Academic Meeting Room

· Description:  Includes storage rooms and closets that directly serve a Student Academic Meeting Room (690). Closets that contain routers that directly serve these areas are included in this service code.
· Limitations:  Does not include general storage rooms for other areas.  Rooms that serve other areas would take the appropriate service code.  Closets that contain routers that serve other areas as well should be coded Central Computer or Telecommunications Service (715).
